Erts Brook is a tributary to East Branch Neversink River currently flowing under Denning Road through an undersized conveyance cobbled together from a series of metal grates of about 8-10 feet together with some pavement..  the slope of the grated road creates an obstacle to snow plows, and the open grate allows road abrasives and other contaminants to drop directly into Erts Brook. A three-sided culvert will provide increased conveyance capacity for Erts Brook during high flows, reducing the probability of overtopping the road, and close the open grate over the brook, preventing road runoff from entering.
